This was the initial fabrication and | still needed to
turn the hex bar down to make to look a bit less Frankenstein.
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After machining it looks a bit better plus with the through bolts it gives me scope to have differing
balance weights to put in place if | find this one to be less than ideal..
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And finally, installation of the pilot.
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
